parents of the minor will have to sign a Consent form at the Consulate General of Italy, Mumbai. Appointment 
needs to be booked by writing at consolare.mumbai@esteri.it  
 
An alternative option to the above process is:  
Affidavit of the parents stating that they have no objection to the travel of the minor. The affidavit has to be 
notarized and legalized by the competent Home Department of the State of Residence and duly Apostilled by 
the MEA. 
 
For parents residing in Italy, a self-declaration with authenticated signature, obtainable at their Municipality of 
residence (Comune) will need to be provided in original.
